ORDINANCE 134
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 41.13, THE USE OF FIREWORKS WITHIN THE CITY OF GLADBROOK, IOWA
BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF GLADBROOK, IOWA:

PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to amend Code of Ordinances Chapter 41 by adjusting section 41.13 to prohibit the use of fireworks.  Chapter 41 of the Code of Ordinances for the City of Gladbrook, Iowa is amended to read as follows:
41.13 FIREWORKS. The sale, use and exploding of fireworks within the City are subject to the following:  





(Code of Iowa, Sec. 727.2)
1. 
Definition.  The term “fireworks” includes “consumer fireworks”, “display fireworks”, and “novelties” as defined by Iowa Code Section 727.2(1).

2.
Regulations.  All fireworks are subject to the following regulations:

a.
Display fireworks shall not be used within the City unless a permit for such use has been granted by the City Council, after appropriate application has been made in writing.  Any use of display fireworks shall be overseen by a competent operator at all times.  No permit shall be granted unless the applicant provides proof of insurance in the following amounts:


i.
Personal Injury - $250,000.00 per person.



ii.
Property Damage - $50,000.00 per occurrence.



iii.
Total Exposure - $1,000,000.00.


b.
The use or exploding of Consumer fireworks, as defined by the Code of Iowa, is hereby prohibited within City limits.  

c.
No fireworks shall be used on real property where the owner has not consented to the use of said fireworks.

d.
The Fire Chief shall have the discretion in all situations to prohibit all use of fireworks if, in his or her judgment, it would be too dangerous under the particular conditions to do use them.

e.
Any violation of this Section is punishable by a civil penalty of $250.00 per violation.
REPEALER.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.  

EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
